2. Route vehicle lap belt guides on the bottom flap of the front panels as shown in steps 1 
     and 2. Snugly adjust the lap belt.
    - Lap belt MUST be low on hips and contacting thighs.
    - The lap belt should NOT be on the abdomen.
3. Open the shoulder belt positioner cover.
4. Snugly adjust shoulder belt and slide shoulder belt under the tabs of the shoulder
    belt guide, as shown in step 3.
    - Refer to the vehicle owner’s manual for instructions on use and adjustment of 
      the vehicle lap and shoulder belt.
5. Check position of the shoulder belt.
    - Shoudler belt should be in contact with the child’s chest.
    - Shouder belt should be centered on child’s shoulder.
    - Shoulder belt shoudl NOT be contacting the child’s neck, face or be off the
      shoulder on the arm.
    - To relocate the shoulder belt, slide the belt positioner up or down, then 
      retighten the shoulder belt to be snug.
